RUBRIC
Each criterion is worth 20% see the description for full credit work in italics. Partial credit is 10% & you will receive no credit for missing work. The presentation can be given from a poster, powerpoint, or even YouTubeTM video with students. 
1. Presentation involves all team members, and takes between 7- 10 minutes.  Full credit presentations will be polished and delivered with confidence (e.g. good eye contact).
2. Presentation includes visuals that represent the sustainability challenge explored.  Full credit presentations will have clear visuals & if applicable cited sources.  
3. Presentation summarizes data collected and analyzed for the entire team. Full credit presentations will present compiled data in an organized way with documented individual records of tracking turned in the day of the presentation.
4. Presentation includes at least 3 solutions that would be good fits for Wittenberg. Full credit presentations will explore solutions that are good fits. Consider providing examples based on work done at other universities.
5. Presentation includes your reflection on the issue you explored through (Choose A or B):
a. A: describing the diversity of ideas needed to solve this challenge including the disciplinary interests of people in your group 
b. B: discussing how addressing this issue on campus and beyond Wittenberg aligns with your groups desire to promote sustainability or our mission”to discover their callings, and to lead personal, professional, and civic lives of creativity, service, compassion, and integrity”.   
Full credit presentations will include specific examples from your team's’ discussion.
