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After students have had an opportunity to view the tropical Pacific data and complete questions in Part 1 of the handout, it’s helpful to have a debriefing session. The table below may be projected on the wall or sketched out on a board. Solicit input from students regarding what they noted in viewing the data. Use this as a launching point to discuss connections between the data sets, such as:

· the annual cycle that is more or less apparent in all the data
· the correlation between temperature and precipitation
· the correlation between pressure anomalies and changes in wind
