Connect data to fictional works
Directions: You are provided access to the blogs written by your classmates. Analyze the data that you plotted and the data plotted by four other students. The data sets used in these four will be different from those you plotted for your own blog. Based on the trends that these data show, what would you expect to happen to climate during the setting of the short story? As you read each blog, reflect upon how these data are connected to the short story and how both the data and short story fit into the larger context of Earth’s climate system (specifically mention what spheres are represented and how they are interacting). You will then write a reflection, including analyses of the following:  

· The climate change issues presented in the student blogs.

· The climate change issues presented in the fictional work and the ways that these issues impact the characters.
· Cite a specific example.
· The connections of the data to the short story.

· An analysis of how the blogs and fictional works communicate climate system interactions to different audiences, considering ethos, pathos, and logos.

This reflection should be approximately three pages long as you cover each part of this assignment in-depth.
