Unit 2.3 Assessment

Using five or fewer PowerPoint slides, create a presentation that illustrates your group analysis relative to your original objectives: 

1.  Model stormwater runoff from the area prior to any building in the area for comparison with one or more models of the current and proposed land use.
2.  Propose and model alternatives using low impact development (LID) controls, green infrastructure, or environmental site design to make the facility water neutral at a minimum.
3.  Illustrate and present results of the hydrologic impact of the proposed land use and effective means of neutralizing the impact at the least possible cost. 
Consider the audience for this presentation to include all interested parties, including different campus and community constituencies, from students and/or current home or property owners to administrators on campus and in local government.  

Each slide must be accompanied by notes (in the Notes section beneath each slide) that explain the illustration. Consider it as a figure or table caption or the narrative that would be used in the presentation.

	Slides present the basic information required, some of which are irrelevant to problem.
