Documenting a storm

Make observations once a day, or more, if it is safe to do so.  

The total time devoted to this is meant to be only 5-20 minutes per day, plus about 10 minutes selecting your ‘best of’ to send me via email on Thursday.
	
Observations of Storm Preparation
Between now and when Hurricane Sandy is no longer a risk to our local population, take a 5-10 minutes each day to document preparations that you and others are making.  

(a) Read the latest public advisory once a day at http://www.nhc.noaa.gov/#SANDY or news (ex: http://www.boston.com/news/weather/weather_wisdom/2012/10/hurricane_sandy_and_noreaster.html) and reflect on how your preparations change 2 days in advance, 1 day, etc. 
 
(b) In addition, you might want to record:

· [bookmark: _GoBack]descriptions of your own involvement in hurricane preparation (decisions about what to buy at the store, travel plans, moving benches at the museum, etc.)
· video or photos 
· interviews (video or audio) of family, friends, classmates, local business people, school/museum staff.  Basically, “will you describe what you’re doing to prepare for Hurricane Sandy?” and record the answer.  Make sure to get the person’s full name and job title, if applicable, and the date and time of the interview.

(c) When it is safe to do so, continue your interviews, video, photos, and descriptions with the goal of documenting what you saw people doing (and what you did) to stay safe as a storm approached and passed.
