Hurricane Sandy Log
October 27-31, 2012

Saturday, October 27: 
Went for a longer than usual bike ride knowing that I would be trapped indoors by the weather for the next few days. 
Noticed several other people out bike riding and riding.* 
*It was a very beautiful day. I assume that not everyone was getting while they could, but instead simply because of how nice it was. 
Noticed several boats on trailers being taken inland. 
Went to take sand samples as part of an ongoing research project. We wanted sand that is typically found on an ordinary day. Therefore, we were intentional to do it this day knowing that the storm may skew our results. 
Saw that a truck came by filling up gas tanks for the generators at the MSC. 

Sunday, October 28: 
Because I rode my bike to church, I left early in order to get home before the rain and wind picked up. 
Housemates came back from their trip earlier than originally anticipated, again, due to weather. 
Several of us went to help at Mystic Seaport. We moved boats to higher ground, benches to higher and sheltered ground, and loose chairs and tables inside. We also laid down some sand bags in a few areas. 
The Seaport closed its doors at 11:00 that day. 
Seaport security set up their station at the MSC that night. 
My housemates and I brought our recycling bin, Halloween decorations, and patio furniture inside. 
We packed up any food that we would use while staying at the MSC and transported it there. 
We moved our bicycles to a garage located on higher ground. 
We made a point to wash all of our dishes so that we could return to a house with clean dishes. 

Monday, October 29: 
We brought our trash can inside. 
A housemate went for one last run outside before the weather got severe. 
Last minute laundry and dish washing was done. 
At the MSC, we checked the TV to make sure that the cable worked and we could stay up to date on the storm. 
We packed our bags and moved into the MSC at 15:00. 

Tuesday, October 30: 
Some of people decided to move back into their houses even though the electricity is still out. 
Some of us will be sleeping their own beds. Others, like myself, will remain at the MSC for the night. 
During a walk through town, I noticed lots of leaves and twigs covering the sidewalks. 
Lots of people had water pumps pumping water out of their home or business. 
Lots of businesses had electricity. Mystic Pizza, a little farther up on a hill, even had customers eating inside. 
Lots of people walking through town checking out the damage or looking for someplace to eat. 
Noticed a backhoe heading off into a residential area. 
While I did not see any down trees or power lines, some other people who were in town found some and took pictures for us. 
I heard emergency sirens going off twice within a 5 minute time span while in town. 
Today, for us students at Williams-Mystic, life went on as usual. We had class, and we've all been doing homework since then. 

Wednesday, October 31: 
With electricity still out, some of us will be sleeping in the MSC again today.** 
We did a massive outdoor clean up of our houses and the office building today. We raked up all of the leaves and pilled up tree limbs and such that had fallen since the storm. The Seaport staff was doing the same on the seaport ground. 
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**Electricity came back on later this night. However, the boilers in two of the houses are probably filled with saltwater. Facilities has deemed those houses unsafe to sleep in until they, facilities personal, check the boilers. 
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
