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Then we walked father into and saw extraordinary high water levels that had brought water up into residential area right along the Mystic River.

In town there were high water levels, but they were receding from what we saw during the peak of the storm. There were leaves and brush down in places and it marked how far the water reached on shore. In town many of the shop owners were already cleaning up debris and pumping water out of basements. Overall is seemed that were we rather lucky, in our immediate area, that the damage was not too bad.  Besides some flooding and power outages all seemed well.
