	Ability to use evidence to make inferences (scientific habits of mind)
	Correct links and predictions are formed from the data which are reflected in responses that provide possible explanations to questions without concrete answers.

	Student response may include either correct links and predictions OR responses that explicitly use the data to explain disparities and barriers to efficient data collection (but not both).
	No connections are made from the data, and responses to questions seem scattered or unrelated to the topic at hand.

	Analytical and systems thinking

	Responses show that the student thought about possible reasons for disparities in screening rates and provides evidence for each.

	Student response contributes key ideas but does not fully grasp why certain discrepancies in the data occur.
	[bookmark: _GoBack]Student response does not grasp that lead screening rates are a result of many outside factors.

	Participation and effort
	Student contributes to the discussion with responses that convey the complexity of disparities and barriers to efficient data collection methods.
	Student responses are partially developed. Explanations of disparities are not related to the given data set.
	Responses are incomplete or lacking necessary explanation.
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
