I have a slide set of information about water consumption in the U.S., water footprints, “virtual” water, “green” water, and other topics to help answer your questions and provide additional information as we need it.

Write out responses from your group to share with the entire class.
1. One purpose of using a calculator, such as the water footprint, is to discover things about your connections to nature and others that you might not have known.  What things did the people in your group find out about
· How much water you depend on as opposed to how much you consume personally.
· How do different needs – domestic, industrial, and food (particularly meat) – contribute to your footprint.
· Your dependence on water from nearby (domestic) as opposed to possibly long-distance (food and other industrial products)

























2. You were supposed to develop a strategy to reduce your water footprint by 20% by considering the ease and speed of the change, as well as its effectiveness.

What different things did people in your group come up with?
What kinds of things did your group find “easy” to accomplish?
What kinds of things would be the most effective at achieving a 20% reduction?
