Instruction for Instructor: How to conduct the Hand Size activity?

The activity ‘How well can hand size predict height?’ is located on the Real-Time Online Database at the site:
http://stat.cst.cmich.edu/statact/ 

There are a total of ten real-time activities available. The instructor chooses an activity and lead students to collect their own data, enter the data online to the assigned activity. These data will be added to the database.  Any subset of the data can be downloaded for activity.

For the first time user, the instructor needs to register to request an activity for each activity.

When you are on the main page, click on Real Time Online Hands-on Activities link to go to the activity main page.
Click on "Registration' to request for ACTIVITY CODE. The activity code is sent to you by e-mail. Check your e-mail for the code.
Click on 'Data Entry' to enter the data. Select ‘Hand_Size’ Activity.

Click on ‘Add Data’ will take you to the Data Entry survey page for collecting data.

Provide paper rulers (copying the ruler on the paper) or actual rulers to students.
Ask students to discuss how to measure hand size and lead them to measure their hand length and hand width. 
Give the Activity Code on the board, and ask students to enter and submit their data.

To download the data, click on 'Data Download' to download the data.
NOTE: No Activity Code is needed for downloading the data, unless you download only your class data. If you would like to use data collected by other classes, you do not need to register for activity codes.

There are several ways to select the dataset. Choose one and ask students to download the data, and save it on the desktop or to any storage. 

Please note, the data type is a .dat with tab delimited. The data is now ready for analysis.
