Choreography:

Day 1:  Introduce topics, establish groups and roles of individuals, begin work.

Definition:

What is a natural resource???  (Let group answer).

( A naturally occurring substance that is considered valuable in its relatively unmodified form.

Examples:

Students should provide several examples (as many as they can think of) – write on board, divided into groups similar to the topics in which they will cover.

Summarize:

Ultimately everything we use (cars, houses, roads, jewelry, food, water) comes to us through the exploitation of natural resources.

( US Geological Survey: “The Nation’s natural resources include it’s minerals, energy, land water and biota.”

What we’re going to do:

Assign groups – we need 8 groups.  Once you’ve established your group, you can come sign up for one of the topics, which I will right up on the board.

Then we’ll pass out the appropriate assignment.

Day 2: First half students meet as a group and organize presentations, second half give presentations
