	Main factor in formation is dry climate


	
	
	
	Strongly acid soils in humid, temperate regions with moderate weathering and clay accumulation 


	
	
	
	Generally strong acid soils forming in wet, tropical climates with extreme weathering of minerals, leaving iron and aluminum oxides


	
	
	
	Soils forming in volcanic materials (lava flows and/or deep ash deposits)
