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Individual Project

Find an article (Scientific American level) or chapter in a book on a scientific topic of personal interest.  Read the article/chapter carefully. Find a couple of more in-depth references (must be available in our library)—you do not need to read these, but have them as supplementary resources.   Write a one-page summary of the article/chapter on a word processor.  Make sure to clearly credit the article in the body of your paper, or in a footnote.  Append the list of references to your paper.  Your references should include at least one book and at least one article which you found yourself using some of the skills the reference librarians helped you learn.  It is completely fair to have a librarian help you with finding those references.  On Thursday, you will make a microscopically (2 minutes) short oral presentation on your topic.
