Congratulations on your admission to Grinnell College! We have noted your interest in the sciences, and would like to invite you to be a part of the Grinnell Science Project (GSP) this fall. GSP is designed especially to help you meet other folks who share your interests in sciences and math and to give you special opportunities during the academic year to help you make the most of your time at Grinnell.

The Grinnell Science Project begins with a special pre-orientation week on campus in August.
