Education for Sustainability Activity
Teacher Notes:
1. Before starting this activity, be sure that students think about, discuss, and are clear about the three domains of Sustainability:
a. Environmental/Ecology
b. Economic
c. Social/Cultural
2. If possible, each group of students could have an inorganic and an organic apple to look at, smell, and feel. They definitely need to know how much per pound each one costs.
3. The students meet in groups to discuss this question and do some research on all the factors they can think of.
4. The final decision from each group should be presented with a reason, I stress the need for using evidence and research to make an informed decision.
5. An extension for the activity is for students to either find or think about other products that are offered both organically and inorganically and why.
6. As a reflection question, I ask them to write about how they would teach this activity to a 4th-5th grade classroom.
