How Well Do You Know Your National Parks and Memorials?

William and five other contestants are each representatives of a separate National Park or Memorial and appeared on How Well Do You Know Your National Parks and Memorials? (a syndicated game show) to answer questions on their “home” National Park or Memorial (NP/M).  Each correct answer was worth 3 points, each semi-correct answer was awarded 2 points, and – naturally enough – each wrong answer garnered zero points.  No two contestants received the same final score.  Each of the NP/M that each individual contestant represent are a different size in land area (one is 135 square miles).  From the information provided, determine which NP/M each contestant represented on the game show, the square mileage of their corresponding NP/M, and the number of points (31, 33, 41, 48, 50, or 57) each scored.

1)  J.C. Hunter scored exactly 7 fewer points than did the contestant who answered questions on the Crazy Horse Memorial.

2)  The contestant from a NP/M 1.8 square miles scored exactly 2 more points than did the contestant who answered questions on Crater Lake National Park.

3)  The person whose subject was the Guadalupe Mountains National Park scored more points than Theodore Roosevelt but exactly 9 fewer points than the contestant from the NP/M 39 square miles.

4)  William Steel (who wasn’t the person quizzed on Devils Tower) scored fewer points than did both the 135 square miles and the contestant who answered questions on Mount Rushmore.  The one from a NP/M 0.5 square miles isn’t the one who answered questions on Mount Rushmore.

5)  The contestant from the NP/M 2 square miles in area scored exactly 7 more points than did the one who answered questions on the Great Sand Dunes National Monument.

6)  Three contestants who gave no semi-correct answers were Gutzon Borglum, the contestant from a park 0.5 square miles, and the one who answered questions on Devils Tower.

7)  Zebulon Pike isn’t the person who scored exactly 48 points.
