You have been given drafts from two classmates.  Please write a two-page “referee report” identifying the strengths and weaknesses of the paper.  When noting weaknesses, be sure to suggest ways of addressing your concern.  As you do this, remember that this is not your paper—it belongs to your classmate.  Your task is not to make their argument yours, it is to make their argument more effective.  Don’t suggest how to re-write the paper so much as how to re-think it.
