CHAPTERS 12&13: PALEOZOIC LIFE HISTORY—INVERTEBRATES, VERTEBRATES, AND PLANTS
As you work through the sections today, make sure to focus on the big picture.
For today, we will be doing a jigsaw activity.
Get into a group of three people. Each person will have a different focus:
1. Invertebrates
2. Vertebrates
3. Plants
Once, you have chosen your focus, find the people from the other groups that have the same focus as you (e.g., all invertebrate people get together ). Take 30 minutes to work together with the people that have the same focus as you. Come up with the major events and evolutionary steps relevant to your focus. Use the chart at the end of the chapter as a starting point. Worry less about what the book calls things and more about what was actually happening. Make sure you take sufficient notes that will be helpful for you to explain to your original group members as well as help you after today’s class.
Return to your original group. Take turns explaining to one another what was going on with your particularly group. Go slow enough so that your partners can take notes. Each person should spend between 5 and 10 minutes explaining what they determined.
Next, consider how your events are related to one another. Are there obvious connections between some of the different organisms? 
On the large post-it write down the 5-10 most important things you think are worth knowing about your three focuses for your assigned period(s). Be prepared to share this information with the rest of the class.
