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INCLUDE:

PROJECTS – Students should include description of projects they participated in while in school; equipment used, processes and outcomes of the projects.

RESEARCH – Resumes should include research experiments on and off campus.

TRANSFERABLE SKILLS/COURSEWORK – Summer jobs and internships demonstrate transferable skills and listed coursework demonstrates knowledge.  Include volunteer work and job shadowing.

INTERNSHIPS AND CO-OPS – STEM resumes must include internship and co-op experience, which provides a competitive advantage.  Hiring managers want to see that STEM majors have been involved in practical applications of their studies and not only college coursework.
