4. On pg. 119 Kuhn talks about Galileo’s “individual genius”, and on pg. 133 Kuhn talks about Dalton as an outsider in chemistry. How does the personality and experiences of a scientist affect science? Is this ever at odds with the paradigm in a particular field?
