AIRLINES INCREASE PRICES, AND REVENUES INCREASE
Your mother asked you about an article she just read that said airline revenues were rising despite the recession and rising fuel costs.  She know you are studying economics and asks you to explain how this happened. You sketch a diagram in which you assume that the initial average ticket price is $300 and the number of airline seats is 70,000.  You recognize that the recession and rising furl costs are supply/demand shifters and you sketch these in your diagram.  You assume that new ticket price is $600 and the new number of seats is 40,000 and then you show your Mom how your diagram explains why airline revenues are increasing.  

For students new to simultaneous shifts, or for use in an online class to reduce the time spend drawing the diagram the below diagram can be included to reduce the drawing time 
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
