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Soc 225 Structure of Paper
The term paper should be approximately 8-12 pages long (word-processed and double-spaced), including cover page, text body, all the necessary tables, figures, footnotes, and at least 8 references. 
The paper should include, but is not limited to: 
(a) An introduction stating the particular field of medical sociology, and why you choose the topic. 
(b) A literature review of theories and/or empirical studies. You need to clarify: What are the questions the author(s) asked? What type of research design (if apply) did the author(s) use to study the questions? What are the hypotheses, dependent, control and independent variables? What are the specific research findings and conclusions the author(s) drew? 
(c) Discussion of data source used in your research. 
(d) Discussion of your hypothesis and rationale. 
(e) Measurement of independent, dependent, and control variables. 
(f) Research methods 
(g) Discussion of findings 
(h) Conclusion. Summarize the strengths and weaknesses (limitations) of your study. Evaluate your study and criticize other studies. Your suggestion of the directions for future research. 
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
