	Course Description
	This course introduces the discipline of sociology. Sociology is the systematic study of social interaction and social organization, particularly in contemporary society. Included is an examination of major research findings and theories related to the social causes and consequences of human behavior. Students are introduced to research methods, social structure and institutions, culture, socialization, social inequality, and social change.

	Course Objective


	By the end of the course, you will appreciate the impact societal social structure has on our behaviors, the interdependency of the institutions within the society, and the implications of this interdependency for societal change.  We will use the sociological theoretical perspectives to guide our comparative analysis of the social structures and organizations of a variety of societies.

	Course Format
	I will be teaching this course as a hybrid course.  This means that we will spend time in-class and time on-line. 

We will be meeting face-top-face (F2F) on 8/27, 9/3, 9/10, 9/17, 9/24, 10/1, 10/15, 10/22, 10/29, 11/5, 11/12, 11/19, 11/26 and 12/3.   We will discuss information that guide our on-line assignments and provides an avenue for exploring sociological principles in depth and to clarify concepts.  If you do not intend to come to class, this is not the class for you.
