Question Set A

1. What roles do natural processes have in producing climate change? What is the likelihood that climate change is more the result of natural cycles than of human activities? 
2. What roles do humans and various types of human activity play in the processes of climate change?
3. What direct effects does climate change have on ecological diversity? What are the indirect effects on ecological diversity?

Question Set B

1. Should economic progress be restrained to minimize greenhouse gas emissions? What are the economic drawbacks of not requiring reduced global emissions? 
2. Should economic or technological progress in developing nations be limited to minimize the emission of additional greenhouse gases? What responsibilities do industrialized nations have in making emissions cuts?
3. What is the trade-off between economic development and ecological stability? Can economic progress occur without adversely affecting natural environmental conditions?
