Question Set A

4. Should animals be used in biomedical or other kinds of scientific research? If so, what considerations should be given to their care and well-being? If not, why not?
5. Do ethical differences exist in the use of humans for biomedical or scientific research, compared to the use of animals in similar kinds of research?

6. Should scientific or technological work in a pluralistic society like the U.S. be guided by ethical or moral principles?
