Question Set B

1. What criteria should be used to determine if Gray Wolves should continue to receive protection under the Endangered and Threatened Species Act?

2. Should restrictions be placed on types of hunting or length of season?

3. Should keystone predators, including the Gray Wolf, be protected under a different set of criteria than for other species?
