Questions

1. Place your candle in a bit of clay in the center of the plastic plate, and fill your plate to the brim with water.

2. Light the candle.  What is happening to the wick?  The wax?  The air around the candle?

3. Carefully lower the overturned beaker on top of the candle until it is sitting in the water.  Carefully observe what happens.  Write down EVERYTHING you observe.
