Face-to-face courses—how technology can support Pedagogies of Engagement
Group 1

· Case based learning—Post on D2L

· JITT can be used to plan interactive lectures, which can include case study, POGIL, or Scale-Up, all of which involve cooperative learning

· Teaching is a two way street—start with engaging students

Group 2
· Computers as a resource or for delivery of materials
· Groups come up with JITT questions, submitted to the instructor electronically

· Tablet PCs can be used to submit materials, if room is wireless

· Clickers can be used with many of these pedagogies

On-Line Courses—How Engaged Pedagogies can Enhance On-Line Learning

Group 1
· They all can interconnect

· Use teaching with data such as case study, which uses cooperative learning

Group 2
· Teaching with data sets
· Investigative case studies

· Gallery Walk

· POGIL

· Student involvement

· Investigate and evaluate data

· Peer-to-peer collaboration

· Can be used for both teaching and evaluation of student learning

Group 3
· Group/team based
· Self directed
· Substantial planning by instructor

· Role of instructor moves to facilitator

· Peer/team review

· Reflection on learning

· Provide practice of critical thinking skills and refinement

· Provides excitement of discovery and nurtures curiosity

· Student engaged in science process rather than gathering a collection of facts and content
· Students need to develop evidence based argument (constructing knowledge)

· Students practice evaluation of information and other student’s ideas
