*Assignments may be collected or just reviewed in class; the student needs to make his/her best effort always, and make sure the assignment is turned in when collected.  Students will get homework and will have long term projects to complete.
(Complete and submit any “Late Work”:
Late work is when the student turns in work after missing a deadline. Late work will receive 70% credit if it is turned in after the assignment is due. No late work will be accepted after March 11 and June 2. All work must be completed to earn a passing grade, assuming that the student has met all attendance and academic requirements.

Extenuating circumstances (such as a death in the family) will not cause the student’s grade to be penalized.  A note must be provided by the parent. Students may not be excused from major projects that were assigned in advance.
(Complete and submit any “Make up Work”:
Make up work is when the student makes up the work because of an absence. Excused absences will receive credit. Unexcused absences will not received credit for the work made up. Students may not have more than 5 absences. All work must be completed to earn a passing grade, assuming that the student has met all attendance and academic requirements.  We will discuss in class where students get make up work and where it is turned in.  Students will need to contact a classmate to get missed notes, lab work, etc…  It may not always be possible to make up a lab, so an alternative assignment may be given. Students may receive one hour credit toward period absences by attending after school tutorial for an hour. Handouts missed will be in the CSI file.
( Please Note: Students may be assigned an after school homework tutorial to make up work from being absent or make up late work that was never turned in, etc…   A letter will be sent home via the student.  An academic referral will be issued after the 2nd no show. Students may always attend tutorial voluntarily.  Days and times: Mondays 3:00 – 4:00 pm, other days and times may be arranged with advanced notice.(
(Complete all work in an honest, legible, organized way:

Assignments that are not acceptable will be returned to the student to do again. 

(Cooperate and fulfill all team tasks and class duties:

· Students will often work in teams of two to four people, so it may be necessary to maintain communication with teammates outside of class

· All students are expected to do their part of an assignment/project. Students who do not do their part will not receive credit and will still need to complete the project on his/her own

· Conversations are to be appropriate to the class topic at that time.  

· Computer use with internet access may be necessary at home and school to complete projects.  Students are expected to use the computers ONLY for the academic purpose given. A parent permission form needs to be on file with ECVHS.
