1) What is the average electricity consumed per household in this state?  How does it compare to the national average? 
MA: about 7,000 kilowatt hours (lower than US average) FL: 15,500 kilowatt hours (higher than US average), CA: about 7,000 kilowatt hours (lower than average), TX 15,000 kilowatt hours (higher than US average)
2)  What is the average overall energy use per household?  How does it compare to the US average?
MA: about 110 million Btu (higher than US average) FL: 58 million Btu (lower than US average), CA: about 60 million Btu (lower than average), TX: 79 million Btu, lower than US average
3) What is the most energy used for in this state?  

MA: space heating, FL appliances, CA: appliances, TX: appliances
4) What is the most common way houses are heated and cooled in this state?

MA: natural gas for heating, window/wall AC unit, FL: electric for heat, central AC, CA: natural gas for heating, more than 40% houses don’t have AC, TX: about half heat with electricity, more than 80% have central AC
5) How large is the average house in this state?   How old are the greatest percentage of houses in this state?

MA: 2076 sq ft., most built before 1950, FL: 1668 sq. ft., most built between 1970-1989, CA: 1583 sq. ft., most built between 1970-1989, TX: 1757 sq. ft., most built between 1970-1989
6) What energy saving features are used in this state (double paned windows, programmable thermostat, front loading clothes washer)? 

MA: most used are double paned windows, FL: slightly more than 40% have programmable thermostat, CA: more programmable thermostats than US average, more front loading washers than US average, TX: about the same use of programmable thermostats as US average
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
