Lesson 1,  Intro to NEO - what 'needs' remain?
Todd has completed Lesson 1, and Rick suggested that we use it as a template. It has an effective and easily modified format, and uses a series of important / relevant questions to guide students through the material. We all agreed that Todd’s format works well, but we should determine how SERC wants the information before we charge ahead. Rick sent the EET Template word doc to the group after the telecon (it provides the basic format and lists all the sections that we need to complete prior to submission).
Formatting style notes for lessons:

Underlined words are glossary terms

Bolded words are "clicks" (mouse clicks, links)
Yellow highlighted words are items we need to address, ask others about, etc.)

Red words are questions to ask the students
Lesson 2, Intro to ICE - what 'needs' remain?
Larry has posted Lesson 2 on the wiki for review. He has used a somewhat different format than Todd, but the basic step-by-step information is there and can be easily reformatted, if necessary. Larry will examine the SERC Template and use it to guide any reformatting that might be necessary.  He will add guiding questions as well.
Lesson 3, ICE Animation - what 'needs' remain?
Rick, like Larry, has been inserting the graphics within the text document, rather than in an adjacent column (Todd’s format). Again, this is easily modified. He will add guiding questions.

Further Investigation… Google Earth - how do we address this? Should we create a short example? Unresolved at present?
Lesson length and subsections – should we break up each lesson into 2 or 3 logical sections, allowing teachers to adjust it to their time constraints? Yes, we agreed that this is easily accomplished and would make the lessons more easily adapted.
