Assignment #3: Collaborative Think Piece and Presentation

For your next project, you and several of your colleagues will produce a collaborative two-page document that will serve as the basis for your five-minute group presentation on Thursday, November 1.

[bookmark: _GoBack]I have had our exhibition installed to reflect your groupings.

In the think piece and ultimately the presentation, I want you to identify three or four characteristics common to all the works in your group. These characteristics should be drawn from our understanding of the theories and definitions of propaganda, and can relate to political message, aesthetic composition, context, propagandist, intended audience, type of propaganda, etc. The think piece should number these clearly, and each point should featured at least a couple sentences  each work and how it relates to this particular thematic or aesthetic or historical characteristic.

In your presentation on Thursday, each person in the group should present one of these characteristics, and make reference to all of the works in the group and how they relate to and illustrate this aspect of the works. (In a sense, each person adopts one of the themes for the presentation.) The entire presentation can be a maximum of five minutes, which means each person gets just over a minute for his or her presentation. You will need to be concise, and to flow one into the next as part of your group presentation.

Underpinning this exercise for each of you as an individual is: how does your image work as a piece of propaganda, and how does comparing it to the other works lead to a better understanding of a/ your particular work, and b/ how propaganda works in general. The discussions and analysis that come out of this assignment should set up the next.
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
