  Research Project

Choose an artist or specific time period in ceramic art history that interests you from the images shown in class.  You may also look though books in the library for work that inspires you—however, I ask that you focus your study for the assignment on an artist/time period that has had a significant influence in the field.  If there is a specific form that you want to learn to throw or a surface design technique that you wish to study choose a topic that moves you toward that goal.

Part I
Research Paper

Once we have agreed on a topic, research the significance of this artist/time period within the context of ceramic art history.  Type a two to three page paper defining your interest in your topic and the information you discover in your research.  Please include factual information and personal observations/reflections of the work.
This paper is due on Monday, November 11 when you deliver a 6-7 minute presentation on your research.
Part II
Ceramic Piece

After you have researched your topic, create a ceramic piece in the style of the artist/time period you have studied.  Utilize your sketchbook in deciding what aspects of the work you want to incorporate into your piece. While you are only required to make one piece in the style of your research, you should consider making several.  This assignment represents a culmination of your experience in the ceramics studio—approach the project with sophistication and focus.

Preliminary sketches due on Wednesday, Oct 14, refined ideas by Wednesday, Oct 21

Due bone dry on Wednesday, Oct 28.  We will fire as many kiln loads as necessary to have all of these pieces ready to glaze on Monday, Nov 2.
All components of this assignment are due on Monday, Nov 11 unless there is a delay in the hi fire.  We will discuss this in class once the work has been bisqued.
